Coaches and Players Code of Fair Play
Play by the rules. 

· Behave and obey reasonable instructions made by coaches and administration of the North Geelong Warriors.
· Never argue with a referee or assistant referee. If you disagree, have your captain, coach or manager approach the official on your behalf. 

· Control your temper. Verbal abuse of officials and sledging of other players, deliberately distracting or provoking an opponent are not acceptable or permitted behaviours in soccer. 

· Work equally hard for yourself and your team. Your team's performance will benefit, so will you. 

· Be a good sport; applaud all good plays whether they are made by your team or the opposition. 

· Treat all participants in soccer as you like to be treated. Do not bully or take unfair advantage of another competitor. 

· Cooperate with your coach, team-mates and opponents. Without them there would be no game.

· Participate for your own enjoyment and benefit, not just to please parents and coaches. 

· Respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants.
· North Geelong Soccer Club will request of it’s players and coaches to attend functions and events which enhance it’s reputation and continue it’s relationships within the community. Players and coaches will make themselves available to achieve this.

Parents Code of Fair Play

· Remember that children participate in sport for their enjoyment, not only yours. 

· Encourage children to participate, do not force them. 

· Focus on the child's efforts and performance. Be positive at all times.
· Encourage children always to play according to the rules and to settle disagreements without resorting to hostility or violence. 

· Never ridicule or yell at a child for making a mistake or losing a game. 

· Remember that children learn best by example. Appreciate good performances and skilful plays by all participants. 

· Support all efforts to remove verbal and physical abuse from all soccer activities. 

· Respect the decisions of officials and teach children to do likewise. 

· Show appreciation for volunteer coaches, officials and administrators. Without them, your child could not participate. 

· Respect the rights, dignity and worth of every young person. 
Club Specific:

· Behave in a manner acceptable to the club at all times. You are ambassadors for The North Geelong Warriors both at home and on your travels.

· Treat the coach and managers with courtesy and accept their decision making and do not interfere with training or match day games.

· Any concerns or issues should be directed to the team manager or to the junior committee.

· Pay registration fees by the due date. If there are financial circumstances speak to your team manager or junior committee to work out an arrangement.

· Anyone wishing to be a member of the North Geelong Soccer Club has to abide the rules of the club and member, player and club committee code of conduct. Please see attached code of conduct and sign and return with payment. Anyone wishing to play for the North Geelong Soccer Club either needs to be a member or have at least one person in their family be a member. All members will make themselves available to assist the club at least once in the calendar year if called upon for volunteering duties. If there is a particular area of the club you prefer to assist with please circle below or make note. · COACHING, TEAM MANAGER, GROUND MARSHALLING, CANTEEN ASSISTANT, COOKING, BAR ATTENDING, GENERAL ADMIN, GROUNDS KEEPING, GENERAL MAINTENANCE, GATE ATTENDANT, GROCERY PICK UPS, 

· Ring coach or team manager if player is unable to play or attend training.
· Our club has an obligation to it’s community and community partners which includes club sponsors to attend events. Senior squads inc Under 21s and Women must attend club’s fundraising events as well as attend the annual Soccer Tournament (different city/state each year) a minimum of one Mens and one Woman’s team to attend each year. Players will be asked to contribute a portion of the cost and the remainder to be fundraised through the season. If a player decides to not go their contribution goes to the general pool to cover costs for the rest of the travelling crew.
· Seniors squads are to form leadership teams each year which will work on making sure their peers/players are all being included and happy with their surrounds, decide on any disciplinary issues as needed within playing groups, provide feedback to coaches and committee on what areas need concentration on, fundraise together for theirs and clubs needs, coach junior squads under junior coaches guidance including clinics.
